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This week in middle school math, grade 6 completed their unit on the coordinate plane with an amusement park
project. Grade 7 completed their lesson on solving problems involving area and surface area. Grade 8 completed their

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Grade 7 & 8 carried out their final practical experiment for the term on Tuesday. They were challenged to separate a
mixture of plastic, sand, rocks, metal screws, salt and water, using a range of separation techniques. The students were
able to describe the physical properties of the different substances in the mixture.

Grade 6 learned about ‘urban heat islands’ and we analysed our own school’s outdoor area, looking at temperature
variations in different parts of the playground. We were surprised to see that some areas of our outdoor space are up to
15 degrees hotter than other, shaded spaces. Subsequently, the students came up with a plan for keeping our outdoor
areas cooler.
